As a chamber musician, she is a four-
year member of the Trio Xallitic (piano, clarinet and fagot) and a member of the Duo Praga (piano and
cello), which has been very successful playing concerts for radio and television.

Ms. Lépez Pérez holds a degree from the University of Xalapa, where she studied with Carlos Okhuysen
and Angela Hernandez de Okhuysen. She also holds a post-graduate degree from Germany, where
she studied with Wolfgang Leibnitz and Graville Rothon, both pupils of the eminent Chilean pianist
Claudio Arrau.
